LRA To Host “Placemaking” Workshop
The Lowry Redevelopment Authority (LRA) is hosting a 
workshop on “placemaking” with several organizations on 
April 10 at 5:30 p.m. at Colorado Free University, Lowry	
Campus, 7653 East 1st Place, in the ballroom. The workshop	
 is open to the community.

“We could build a few more commercial buildings and a 
lot of homes, and be done with Lowry,” said Monty Force, 
deputy director of the LRA. “Or, we could think about 
creating some really special places in the last large, focal 
point sites in the community. We’d like to explore what 
that looks like and establish some guiding principles for 
our committees to use when evaluating these projects.”

Market conditions, demographics, transportation and urban	
planning trends are all converging to favor developments 
with a variety of uses, activities and public spaces in 
urban neighborhoods.

The workshop was organized to help Lowry policymakers 
evaluate these development concepts, which are also being 
introduced throughout the cities of Denver and Aurora.

“Lowry has always been on the forefront of progressive 
urban planning,” Force said. “As new trends affect our 
community, we want to bring some current thinking to the 
people involved in the development review process.”

Proposed development projects at Lowry are reviewed by	
the Lowry Planning and Disposition Subcommittee, the 
Lowry Community Advisory Committee, the Lowry Design	
Review Committee and the LRA Board of Directors. Members 
of each have been invited to the workshop, as well as the 
boards of the Lowry Community Master Association, the 
Colorado Community Land Trust, the Lowry Coordinating 
Committee and the Lowry Foundation.

LRA staff members, city planning officials and urban planning 
consultants will present at the workshop. A discussion and 
Q&A will follow.

Directions to Colorado Free University: From Lowry Blvd, go 	
north onto Rampart Way, and turn right at East 1st Place. 
Colorado Free University is just past the Grand Lowry Lofts, 
behind Wings Over the Rockies Air and Space Museum.

 Lowry’s Commitment to Historic Preservation
The current interest in the proposed Hangar 2 redevelopment project has prompted discussion about historic preservation 
at Lowry.

When Lowry Air Force Base closed in September 1994, approximately 1,000 buildings were left vacant, including military 
housing, administrative offices, classrooms, laboratories, dormitories and four aircraft hangars. Since the Air Force 
scaled back on its upkeep several years earlier, most of the existing buildings were in need of 
repair or maintenance. As federal facilities, none of the buildings met city codes or Americans with 
Disabilities Act requirements.

The LRA, created in September 2004, worked with a base historian and the City of Denver to assess 
the buildings, determining which should be protected through historic designations. Two historic 
districts were approved by the Denver Landmark Preservation Commission in 1995; the Lowry 
Officers’ Row District (includes the current Stanley British Primary School campus and the Gallantry 
custom homes) and the Lowry Training Center District (includes the current Grand Lowry Lofts, Rampart Campus buildings 
and hangar, and Hangar 1 and 2). Additionally, three buildings are on the National Register of Historic Places: the 
Eisenhower Chapel and the two office buildings at 130 Rampart Way and 125 Rampart Way.

“From the very beginning, the LRA and the City of Denver wanted to preserve Lowry’s aviation heritage and create a 	
community with a sense of place,” said Tom Markham, executive director of the LRA. “This is evident today from the 
preservation of many historic buildings to the use of the Army Air Corps star circle icon throughout the Lowry.”

Twenty-seven historic buildings, totaling more than half a million square feet of space, have been preserved since Lowry Air 
Force Base closed because they were either designated landmarks or contributing structures in a landmark district. The 
design of the Officer’s Row Loft Homes was reviewed and approved by the Denver Landmark Preservation Commission 
because it was new construction in an historic district.

In addition, another 17 former Air Force buildings, totaling 1.3 million square feet of space, have been creatively reused, 
including the base fire house (Colorado Free University), steam plant (Steam Plant Lofts), commissary (Bonfils Blood 
Center) liquor store (Lowry Community Christian Church), military family housing (First Avenue Townhomes) and a 
dormitory (Generations at Lowry senior apartment community).

Three of the four aircraft hangars have been reused and are now home to Big Bear Ice Arena, Netflix and Wings Over the	
Rockies Air and Space Museum. Lowry is unique in this regard. Base closure communities across the country have struggled 
with how to reuse old hangars. The buildings are typically very large, in disrepair, not up to city codes and cost a great 
deal to maintain. 

In recent years, developers have incorporated many historical details into the architecture of new buildings, including 
curved hangar-like roofs and the use of Air Force blonde brick. The base runways are now Lowry Boulevard, Sixth Avenue 
and Uinta Way.

“Whether Hangar 2 is allowed to be redeveloped or not remains to be seen,” says Markham. “But due to the cumulative 
efforts of many people over the years, reminders of Lowry’s past are everywhere you look.” 

How Do New Development Projects  
Get Approved at Lowry? 
One of the things that make Lowry unique is its well-established, public development review process.	
When the Lowry Redevelopment Authority (LRA) sells property to a third party, the party must present 
proposed plans to several committees for review and input before the transaction is approved by 
the LRA Board of Directors.

•	�What: Proposals are first presented to this 
committee, which considers conformance 
to the Lowry Community Reuse Plan, traffic 
impacts, pedestrian and vehicular connec-
tions and effects on overall density. This 	
committee may suggest changes, ask for	
more community input, or pass the proposal 	
with recommendations to the Lowry Community 
Advisory Committee.  

•	Who: Members are from the LRA Board of 
Directors and the Lowry Community 	
Advisory Committee.

•	When: Fourth Thursday of the month at 4 p.m.

Lowry Community Advisory Committee (CAC): 

•	What: Evaluate projects for potential community	
impacts. The CAC may suggest changes, ask	
for more community input, send the proposal	
back to the Planning and Disposition Subcommit-	
tee or pass the proposal with recommendations 
to the LRA Board of Directors. 

•	Who: Lowry residents and neighbors appointed 
by the mayors of Denver and Aurora. Nine of 
the 21 members are Lowry residents.

•	When: Second Tuesday of the month at 5:30 p.m.

Lowry Design Review Committee (LDRC): 

•	�What: Concurrent with the committee review 
process, projects are presented to the LDRC for 	
compliance with Lowry community design 
guidelines. The LDRC may require changes to 
site plans or exterior architecture. Projects are	
reviewed by the committee at least three times.  

•	Who: Professional architects and urban plan-
ners, Lowry residents and LRA staff.

•	When: First and third Thursday of the month 
at 8 a.m.

LRA Board of Directors:

•	What: The LRA Board reviews all committee 
comments and actions, and  makes the final 
decision to approve a transaction or 	
zoning change.

•	Who: Lowry residents and real estate, finance 
and legal professionals, appointed by the 
mayors of Denver and Aurora. Five of the nine 
members are Lowry residents.

•	When: Fourth Tuesday of the month at 8 a.m.

Meetings are held at 
the LRA offices at 555 Uinta Way.
