More than 300 people attended the Buckley Annex public comment meeting 	
on Nov. 14, which marked the end of the task force process that started 	
in February. 

The Buckley Annex redevelopment plan was scheduled to move to the Lowry	
Redevelopment Authority (LRA) planning review process, starting with a	
combined meeting of the Lowry Planning/Disposition Subcommittee and the	
Community Advisory Committee on Nov. 27. However, due to comments and	
questions raised at the Nov. 14 meeting from the community and Councilwoman 
Marcia Johnson, the LRA has extended the process. The schedule has 
subsequently been pushed back in order to gather the necessary information 

to answer these questions. In the coming weeks, the LRA will investigate the 
financial implications of the heights and density represented in the plan. 

The revised schedule is as follows: The Buckley Annex plan will be presented 
to a combined meeting of the Community Advisory Committee and the 
Planning/Disposition Subcommittee on Dec. 18 at 6 p.m. The plan then goes 
to the LRA Board of Directors on Jan. 29 for action. Both meetings will take 
place at the Eisenhower Chapel.

Construction is complete at Lowry Medical Plaza. Located on	
Lowry Blvd. in the Cross Winds business park, Lowry Medical 
Plaza is a two-story, class A medical office building with 
33,800 rentable-square-feet and 117 parking spaces. 

Adjacent to the Lowry Medical Plaza, is the Lowry Medical 
Center, which opened in late 2005. The two-story, 78,000	
square foot medical office building is 100 percent occupied.
