
The Lowry Redevelopment Authority (LRA) will host a Buckley Annex open 
house Wednesday, July 11 from 6 – 8 p.m. The meeting will start with a 
presentation about housing, specifically covering the homeless component 
of the property. The program will then open for questions and public comment.

From there, the meeting will move into an open house format where community 
members can roam a gallery of presentation boards and ask questions of 
consultants on the issues of market research, planning principles, traffic 
impacts and housing. The open house is also an opportunity for community 
members to view the two draft master plans for the property and provide 
feedback.

Tennis Courts Now Open
Game, set, match! Lowry’s fist public tennis courts are officially open. 
The four hard-courts feature new nets and lights allowing players to	
compete into the early evening. The courts are part of Lowry Sports 
Park, located east of Fairmount Dr. and south of Lowry Blvd., and will 
be operated by Denver Parks and Recreation. Also, a new playground to 
the east of the courts is now open, featuring several slides, climbers, 
two belt swings, two tot swings and a nearby “castle.”

New Signs at Westerly Creek Dam
Westerly Creek Dam, located south of the Sports Complex soccer fields, now 
features new signage from the Urban Drainage and Flood Control District 
(UDFCD). The educational signage explains the history and purpose of the 
dam and describes the nearby wetlands and their importance. 

The signs also detail the importance of staying on the designated paths. 
While the top of the dam is used for recreational purposes, the vegetation 
covering the sides provides important erosion control. If that vegetation is 
destroyed, or if footpaths are worn, rain will eventually create channels that 
weaken the earthen sides of the dam.

If the dam cannot be maintained, it may become necessary to restrict access 
in order to restore the facility to its required condition as mandated by the 

Army Corps of Engineers. The UDFCD ask that users follow the posted signs to 
protect the integrity of the dam, the dam slope vegetation, wetlands, water 
quality wildlife and wildlife habitat. 

The news signs clearly state the usage rules for the Westerly Creek Dam:

•	Stay on the gravel paths and access paths
•	No motorized vehicles
•	Dogs must be on a leash

The signs also warn that violators will be prosecuted. For more information 
about the Westerly Creek Dam, call the UDFCD at 303-455-6277.
