Landscape Lowry! Apply for a Landscape Grant
by April 1

The Lowry Community Master Association is awarding grants for landscape-related projects. The
Landscape Grant Program aims to redirect funds into the community for landscape and other outdoor
beautification projects that will benefit the quality of life for people who live and work at Lowry.

Landscape grants will only be considered for common-area property that is owned by the LCMA, the
City of Denver, HOA sub-associations or property owned by a non-profit organization. Requests for
landscape grants associated with private residences or for-profit businesses will not be considered.

At minimum, Tandscape projects must address issues like improving landscape beauty, conserving
water, enhancing recreational areas, preserving Lowry history or promoting outdoor safety. Grants
are awarded twice a year in amounts ranging from $250 to $2,500. The LCMA values collaborative
efforts and strongly favors applications that clearly demonstrate how they serve the Lowry community.
Applications are due on April 1 or October 1.
