


Open Houses Set

for Landfill Development (Lowry Vista)

The owners of the proposed development Lowry
Vista are hosting two open house meetings this
month. Bear Creek Capital, International Risk
Group, LCC (IRG) and Industrial Realty Group
formed a joint venture to redevelop the former
landfill site Tocated in the southeast corner of
Lowry. The open houses are set for Tuesday,
March 4 and Thursday, March 6 at 6 p.m. at
the Eisenhower Chapel. The group will present
the plan to the Lowry Planning and Disposition
Subcommittee on March 27. Lowry Vista will be
utilizing a General Development Plan (GDP)
through the City and County of Denver (CCD).

The landfill site, its environmental condition and
potential development on the site has raised

concerns and guestions with residents in the Lowry
community. Here are the facts about the landfill:

Background Information

The landfill site consists of approximately 70 acres.
From 1948 to 1989, the Air Force and military
families used the landfill for disposing municipal
waste and construction debris. Since that time,
the landfill has been closed in accordance with
state and federal regulations.

Starting in 1996, the Lowry Redevelopment
Authority (LRA) spent nearly five years trying to
get the Air Force to approve the expenditure to
place a cap on the landfill to accommodate irri-
gation so that the nearby golf course could be
expanded. The Air Force refused to fund the extra
cost of an irrigable cap. The LRA then negotiated
with the CCD to accept the landfill as part of its
native open space program. Due to the environ-
mental liability concerns, the CCD determined it
could not accept the Tandfill. Since the LRAis a
sunsetting organization, it cannot own property in
perpetuity, so it had to determine a disposition
plan for this property. The Consent Agreement
of the Privatization 1 document obligated IRG to
long-term environmental liability for the landfill.
Additionally, IRG has experience in environmentally
impaired properties and was willing to purchase the
landfill property only if development could be
considered on the site. Therefore, the LRA and
CCD agreed that IRG was the only logical party to
take title to the site.

In order to build on the site, the development
group must seek approval from the Air Force,
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, which has jurisdiction
over the Westerly Creek impoundment, and the
Colorado Department of Public Health and Environ-
ment (CDPHE), which regulates the environmental
cleanup at Lowry and reuse of landfills across
Colorado. Additionally, the group must rezone the
area through the CCD. Development must comply
with Lowry Design Guidelines.

Environmental Condition

Development occurs on top of closed landfills
throughout the country and here in Denver. For
example, the Cherry Creek Shopping Center was
built on a closed landfill. The bottom line on any
landfill development is that the reuse must provide
equivalent or better protection for human health
and environment. In Colorado, any changes to
closure plans must be approved by CDPHE, and
the development team is working with the agency.
There have also been questions from community
members regarding naturally-occurring uranium
detections at the site. Due to its geology, many
places in Colorado have higher than average levels
of background uranium from rocks and soils.
Experts believe that the concentrations are similar
to those found in other areas of Colorado and are
due to Tocal geologic conditions and not a result
of activities at the landfill. These findings are
currently being presented to the Air Force and
CDPHE for their respective consideration.

Development Plans

The Lowry Vista development team has been
working since 2006 on potential reuses of the
landfill with its development partners. It has met
several times with the CCD, the LRA, State of
Colorado and the Air Force regarding the devel-
opment process. Development plans are still
very preliminary. Lowry Vista re-envisions the
property as a thriving new community. Located
next to acres of open space and the soon-to-
be-remodeled Mira Vista Golf Course, Lowry
Vista will be an urban mixed-use development,
including residential, retail, and entertainment
venues. The plans look to increase resident
access to 100 acres of wetlands to the north of
the site.
