Spruce Street Place is slated to start construction this month. Located in the	
Town Center District, Spruce Street Place is a planned mixed-use development 
at the corner of Spruce Street and 1st Avenue. It’s currently the only retail 
alternative to the Lowry Town Center. 

The two-building complex will include a two-story, 20,000-square-foot building, 	
and phase II includes a 4,000-square-foot freestanding building, ideal for a	
restaurant, retailer or media office use. Francis Stanisz of Stanisz Development 
is developing the project. Stanisz also developed the Powerhouse Office Condos 
in Lowry, which has only two office suites remaining for sale. 

“Community develops when the urban fabric has a mix that allows people to	
go about their daily activities with relative ease and in an enjoyable fashion,” 

Stanisz said. “Although young, Lowry has developed in a fashion that allows	
for that sense and feeling of community. Hopefully Spruce Street Place, 
with its traditional mix of retail on the first level with office above, along 
with a potential stand-alone restaurant, office or medical building, will 
help strengthen that feeling.”

Spruce Street Place is now leasing for delivery next summer. The retail/office 
building provides suites from 881 square feet to 9,963 square feet on the 
first floor and from 902 square feet to 10,970 square feet on the second 
floor.

Historic Chapel Opens to Lowry Community   
On Saturday, Oct. 6 the Lowry Foundation hosted a formal dinner and dedication 
to the historic Eisenhower Chapel. 

“The celebration served as a testament to the Lowry community and its 
commitment to preserving the area’s rich history,” said Jim Hartman of the 
Lowry Foundation board of directors. “We look forward to the Chapel serving 
as a community Town Hall, and becoming a memorable event location for all 
of metro Denver.”

For the past year, the historic chapel underwent an extensive renovation thanks	
to the financial contributions from the Colorado State Historical Fund, the Lowry 
Foundation and the Lowry Redevelopment Authority. The chapel’s restoration 
includes new windows, roofing, plumbing, flooring, electrical and a new heating 
and air system. Improvements also include new restroom facilities, a servery 
and additional space in the balcony.

Starting this month, the chapel will be available for weddings, memorial services, 
meetings and special events. The Lowry Foundation plans to offer concert and	
lecture series for the community in 2008.

Steam Plant Partners Donates Recycled 
Material to Montclair Academy
Steam Plant Partners, the developers of the Steam Plant Lofts, Patio Homes and Row Homes in Lowry, is donating recycled	
material – to be recycled again.

Last month, Steam Plant Partners ended up with excess construction materials from one its developments. Instead of 
tossing it aside, Steam Plant Partners sought out potential reuses of the soft rubber material made out of recycled tires. 
It didn’t have to look far. Montclair Academy in Lowry was already looking into purchasing similar material for areas of 
its school. 

“Finding a reuse for the material was important to us and 
it works out that we are able to be a good neighbor too,” 
said Jim Hartman, architect and one of the partners for 
Steam Plant Partners. 

According to Roberta Lott-Holmes, business manager 
and director of development at Montclair Academy, the 
donation is approximately 2,000-square feet of material 
with an estimated value of $8,000. The material will 
be used in different areas of the school, including the 
playground, gymnasium and preschool classrooms. 

“We are extremely grateful for this donation, it couldn’t	
have come at a better time,” Lott-Holmes said. “Our 
buildings are older and there is a lot of concrete and 
cement flooring. This material will be great for our kids, 
especially the younger ones. It will provide some much 
needed “cushioned” floor space to our physical education 
and early childhood programs.”
