Hangar 2 Redevelopment  
Plans Stalled
Last month, the Landmark Preservation Commission (LPC) 
denied the adaptive reuse plans for Hangar 2. However, 
the commission did encourage the Hangar 2 development 
team, made up of International Risk Group (IRG) and 
Wings Over the Rockies Air and Space Museum (WINGS), 
to come back to the commission once the team has 
reconsidered several design elements of the plan.

At the meeting, IRG and WINGS presented resolutions 
endorsing the adaptive reuse plan from the Hangar 2 
Community Task Force and Historic Denver Inc. The LPC 
said it is also in support of an adaptive reuse of Hangar 2, 
but had concerns about the extent of the roof changes, 
the preservation of the hangar doors and the amount of 
demolition proposed.

IRG and WINGS plan to reconvene with the Hangar 2 
Community Task Force. Together, the group will explore 	
its options in changing the plan.
