HOW TO APPLY:

Please email or submit one original and one copy of the attachments required. Upon submission, applications will be reviewed by the Community Grants Sub-Committee of the Foundation and recommendations will be made to the Foundation Board of Directors for final approval. Final candidates may be required to make a fifteen (15) minute presentation to the committee in October. Grant recipients will be notified in writing no later than November 15, 2011. 

Grant applications are due on November 1, 2011.

The Lowry Foundation requires grant recipients complete an acceptance form upon receiving a check and are required to submit a final written report within thirty (30) days after the completion of the project for which the funds were intended. The Foundation also asks grant recipients to provide appropriate acknowledgment of the Lowry Foundation’s Community Grant Program funding of their project in publications, press announcements and other activities.

Applications must be received no later than 5:00 p.m. on Friday, November 1, 2011. 3. Scope of Project
